The Franconia Township Highway Safety Unit (HSU) was created in
2006. The officers who make up this unit specialize in the areas of traffic
enforcement, motor carrier safety, and accident investigation/reconstruction.
Along with the other members of the police department, the officers on the HSU
strive to ensure safety on the township’s roadways. For 2010, the Franconia
Township Police Department had over 3,300 traffic-related public contacts.
