  REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

Chairman Steven P. Barndt called the Regular Meeting of the Board of Supervisors of 
Franconia Township to order on Monday, August 19, 2013 at 7:02 p.m. at the Municipal 
Building, 671 Allentown Road, Franconia, Pennsylvania 18924. 
 
Present were 1st Vice-Chairman Grey Godshall; 2nd Vice-chairman W. Keith Freed and 
Supervisors Curtis N. Kratz and Drew Darrah; Township Manager Kevin D. Baver; Assistant
