a) Motion to approve Resolution 16-27-15-08 A RESOLUTION OF THE

AMENDMENT TO THE STERLING ACT TO REQUIRE THAT UP TO ONE

TAXPAYER RESIDES. Supervisor Kratz made a motion and it was seconded by
Supervisor Fazio.
